Children’s Home BRIDGES™ is Psychiatric Partial Hospitalization Program (PHP) providing stabilization and treatment for children and adolescents who are experiencing severe psychiatric symptoms and emotional disturbance. The Program operates year-round and consists of highly-structured therapy and offers scholastic education in cooperation with the licensed staff of the Lincoln Intermediate Unit No. 12.
Mental Health Worker-Partial Hospitalization
Under the supervision of the Program Therapist, Program Psychiatrist and Program Leadership Team provides group therapy and various assigned community coordination and case management services for assigned clients and families.

· Responsible for the therapeutic milieu in assigned treatment rooms

· Facilitates daily groups

· Engages in ongoing therapeutic interactions with clients

· Engages in crisis intervention with program clients

· Complete weekly contacts with schools regarding client progress for assigned clients.
